2. Hometown does not give permission to anyone to  
solicit in Arbor Gate. If a contractor puts a sign in your 
yard to advertise, that is soliciting. The only signs  
allowed are Realtor signs.  

3. Remember to submit Approval Request forms for any 
work you are doing or are having done on the exterior 
of your home or on the property. This includes the 
driveway, changing the exterior colors of your home,  

 

changing exterior lighting and doors, replacing the 
roof, and removing trees and shrubs. Forms can be 
found in the Activity Room. If you are using a contrac-
tor, you must get a Certificate of Insurance from them 
which will have your name on it. This will protect you if 
something happens while they are doing the work. 

4. Tree trimming will start this month. 

5. I will keep you updated about when the concrete work 
will begin. Sorry for the delay. Butch and I are working 
hard to get this started. We appreciate your help in 
establishing where the sidewalk problems are located. 
Please continue to keep us informed of any issues. 

6. REMEMBER, the speed limit is twenty-five miles per 
hour in the community.
