Thank you also for donating many comfort 
items to take to the Lebanon Veterans Hospital 
the following day when the singers performed 
for the veterans. 

1.  The four-sided inspections are still in progress.  
The weather is not cooperating at this time.
2.  A reminder of products I recommended before:
Mold on siding or foundations: Wet & Forget or Mold 
Armor.  Among the available products, some can be 
connected to a hose and sprayed on.
3.  To make shutters look new: Gel Gloss 
(recommended by a resident, "It works great!") If you 
have another product that you use, please let me know 
so I can pass on the information to other residents.
4.  I have noticed while I have been out in the 
community that some residents are letting their dogs 
run free.  One of the rules, F # 2, states that pets must 
be kept on a leash and accompanied by a resident 
when outside. 

5.  The speed limit in Arbor Gate is 25 mph.  It is 
posted on signs on the streets and in Exhibit A of the 
rules D - 1. Some of your neighbors use walkers or 
canes to walk to their mailboxes or just to walk for 
exercise.  They walk in the street because it is level 
and easier on the joints. They do not move quickly 
enough to get out of your way. I have noticed that 
Arbor Dr. and Scenic Dr. are like the Indy 500 
racetrack. Springhouse Dr. is not much better.
6.  If you drop things on the platform when putting 
yard waste in the yard waste dumpster, please take the 
pitchfork and clean it up.  It is not up to Butch to 
clean up what you drop.
