Friendly reminders: 
- In Lebanon county, Jackson Township, and 
Arbor Gate, dogs must be on a leash outdoors.
- Pet droppings must be picked up. 
- Dogs must be accompanied by an owner and 
kept on a leash. 
- Dogs are not permitted to run free on the 
streets or in the yards.
Cool down reminder:
It is time to start thinking about engaging 
someone to take care of the upcoming snow 
and ice. Winter is coming and it will be here 
soon! Make certain whoever you hire under‐
stands exactly what service is required. 
Some contractors do not remove the snow 

until it is over two inches deep. Some 
contractors do not put anything on the 
sidewalks or driveways to prevent them from 
refreezing. 
Remember, rock salt is not permitted on the 
sidewalks. 
Be sure to clarify how quickly your property 
will be cleared of snow and ice.  Be sure the 
job has been completed as requested.

August 6 - The Frozen River by Ariel Lawhon. Here is a gripping historical mystery inspired by the life and 
diary of Martha Ballard, a renowned 18th-century midwife who defied the legal system and wrote herself into 
American history.
