The Lebanon County Recorder
of Deeds provides this same service FOR FREE.
There are two ways to protect yourself.

You can go to the Recorders Office on the First
floor of the Municipal Building, 400 S. 8th Street,
Lebanon (Room 107). If you are computer
knowledgeable you can do it online. Using
GOOGLE search, enter "Recorder of Deeds
Lebanon County, PA" in the search box and
follow the prompts.

It is a very good website. Several Arbor Gaters
have already taken advantage of this FREE
SERVICE.

1. Rule Reminders:

Holiday decorations (Halloween, Easter, Christmas, etc.) are permitted on your front flower beds
and porch or anywhere in your yard. Yard decorations are only permitted on your porch or in your
back yard.

A. Any work you are doing or are planning to have done on the exterior of your home or in your
yard must be approved by Hometown America. Contact me for a request form.

B. Fences are not allowed anywhere on your property.

C. The paint color for shutters and doors must be approved in order to blend in with the
Community.

D. There is no overnight parking on the streets. This includes your guests.
The rules are simple, we follow the 12/22/2010 rules. Call 717-866-9363 with questions.
2. Yard Waste Dumpster:
« PLEASE STOP PUTTING TRASH IN THE DUMPSTER!!!!
» If you are not sure what is permitted for dumping, contact the office or Butch.

3. It is Fall. It is dark later in the morning and earlier in the evening. When walking or bicycling, for
your safety, please wear bright clothing so you can be seen by drivers.

4. The list of recyclable items permitted by the trash collection company is posted in the Activity
Room. If you need a copy, please let me know.

5. Leaf pickup! It is that time of year. Leaf pick-up will begin sometime in October and run through
most of November. I will send out a notice once we have the dates. For newer residents: you rake
the leaves to the curb. They only take leaves, no branches, or sticks.

6. Please keep helping us by reporting streetlights that are not working.
