4. If it is expected to be a windy Monday, please 
consider putting your trash out Monday morning 
instead of Sunday night, or be sure that it is secure so it 
does not blow through the Community. The lake and 

surrounding woods currently have a great deal of trash 
and recyclables in them. You may also consider holding 
your recyclables until the next pickup date. Your 
neighbors and Butch do not need to be cleaning up all 
these items that have blown away.

5. Do not put anything down at the shop or behind the 
yard waste dumpster without Butch’s consent. If it does 
not go in the yard waste dumpster, please talk to us 
about proper disposal options. The following items are 
permitted in the dumpster:
    • Grass clippings
    • Small branches
    • Small yard waste
 Items that cannot go into the dumpster:
    • Soil/dirt
    • Stones
    • Edging from your yard
    • Large bushes
    • Trees
